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ire. But like the phoenix of mythology, it has risen from
he flames and a new clubhouse now stands in its place.
[he building and interiors have all the same charm as
sefore plus a number of new additions. There is, for
sxample, a striking new white pillared porte-cochere.
New lighting, fireproofing, and air conditioning are also
among the general improvements.

Rebuilding was a team effort. Following the fire, club
nembers—many of them third and fourth generation
lescendants of the charter group—pitched an old brown
revival tent on the practicing green, and this served as
i clubhouse during the summer months. In the mean-
ime, Kenneth C. Welch, a long-time member of the club,
was chosen by the board of directors to be architect of

air. And the only reminder of the fire is a painting in
the trophy room which shows a club member and a friend
sitting on the lawn in front of the charred shell of the
old clubhouse.
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
